3.1 
POLICE:

Glyn Lewis (Police Community Support Officer) presented the following report.

Claire Salmon, a recent experienced recruit to the area team was introduced.

Some particular points mentioned included:

*The area consists of 44 approx villages divided into several Beats.

*Boughton Village is in the Moulton Beat.

*The Police consider the Neighbourhood Watch in Boughton to be very good.

*The police have good support from the public

*Main contacts for the police were mentioned and the following leaflets were left at the meeting:

*Form for residents to submit what concerns them most in their area

*Making Contact

*What Makes the Difference to Policing?

*Traffic is an issue in most villages; the police take action as and when they can but, ultimately, the Highways Authority is the authority that has to address the subject to minimise problems of traffic speeding and volume, etc.

3.2  
BOUGHTON PARISH COUNCIL (ACTIVITIES):

Cllr John Clarke (Chairman) presented the following report:

As Chairman of your Parish, may I welcome you to the annual meeting of the Parish; and thank you for your attendance this evening.

 

The Parish Council has met regularly through the year. I would like to thank the Councillors for their attendance at meetings, their contribution both at and outside of meetings, and their support. Each Councillor has specific as well as general duties. Their individual roles are listed in the Parish Business Plan, and on the Parish website.

 

In a wider context, the Parish Council have been ably supported by our District and County Councillors - John Shephard and Judy Shephard. This year Judy has also had the honour of serving as Chairman of Northamptonshire County Council.

 

We should also put on record our thanks to Gordon Poole, our Responsible Financial Officer and Clerk. His advice and knowledge have been invaluable. There is much for Gordon to deal with, and we are fortunate to have him working with us. Gordon will be presenting the financial report as the next item on the agenda.

 

Outside of the routine matters which the Parish Council deals with - such matters as planning applications, highways, maintenance, and green-works, all of which are documented in the minutes and on the website, on behalf of the Parish Council I will highlight the following wider issues:

 

Buckton Fields

Following the outline planning application for 1250 dwellings, the planners submitted an application for the first phase of this proposed development for 500 dwellings. Both have been vigorously objected to. Currently, both these applications are “going nowhere” due to a combination of factors - not least, the current economic climate. One positive piece of news is that the Northampton Borough Council objected to the development, mainly because of the lack of infrastructure to support the development. Daventry District Council are the lead authority. This issue, however, is not going to go away.

 

Boughton Quarry

Currently, only infilling of inert waste is taking place on site. The recycling operation finished in November 2008 and Bennies do not have any further activity planned for the near future. It has yet to be decided whether the quarry will be designated as a waste disposal site beyond 2015.It remains the Parish Councils aim to have the site restored for agricultural use by 2015.This will not happen if Boughton Quarry is designated as a main site in the new Minerals and Waste Development Framework. We will not know this until October 2009 earliest. We have challenged its inclusion on the list of main waste sites - mainly on the grounds of Tests of Soundness of the process of consultation, and the quarry’s establishment as an industrial site.

 

Flood Meadows at Boughton Crossing to Kingsthorpe

The Parish Council has continued to support the NN2 Residents Association in their endeavours to purchase the meadows. Lorraine McEllin has attended several meetings in this cause. Initially the Residents Associations bid failed, but a compromise is in the process of being reached, which should ensure that the meadow is not occupied.

Traffic

Traffic, both volume and speeding, continues to be a major concern for Boughton. It has continued to be a frustrating business to effect any real improvement, no matter how minor. As mentioned last year, the Parish Council do have funds available for such projects as matrix signs, village gateways and speed repeater signs. In general, Boughton does not meet the criteria for funded traffic calming - based on collision history which is determined by the Casualty Reduction Officer. Regarding Self Funded schemes, which have been held in abeyance because of the change in provider from Atkins to MGWSP, it now seems more hopeful that these can now be progressed. Generally, we also have to accept that volumes will increase with the cumulative effect of such developments as Dallington Grange, which, of course, raises the issue of the North-West by-pass, and its effect on Boughton.

In the light of the questions raised by parishes at the Daventry Rural North Casualty Reduction Meeting, which Stephen Potter, our Highways Representative attended, Boughton is not alone on some of these issues.

 
Our thanks go to all the volunteers who give their time to our community and contribute so much to make life in the village more agreeable to Boughton residents. Their valued work will be reported on at this meeting.

 

It will be appreciated if this community spirit is again shown by parishioners in supporting the Village Day on July 11th. Thanks to Lorraine McEllin and her team for making the event such a success last year. Any help anyone can give this year will be much  appreciated.

Gordon Poole (Clerk & Responsible Financial Officer) presented the following report:

The accounts for year ending 31st March 2009 have now been produced and adopted by the Parish Council (at a meeting prior to this one); Internal Auditing is scheduled to take place on 16th April 2009.

On the basis of expenditures to-date, prudent financial management and reasonable reserves, the Parish Council agreed to maintain the Precept for financial year 2009/10 at the same level as in the previous 2 years (£18,000); however, a prediction is that an increase may be necessary for 2010/11

Budgeting for the setting of a Precept for financial year 2010/11 will commence in November 2009.

As required for internal auditing, the following have been reviewed and adopted by the Parish Council, at a meeting prior to this one:

Governing Policies and Procedures (for Council and its Officers to observe in their public duty) 

As the Responsible Financial Officer for the Parish Council, I believe the finances are in good order, are being well managed by Council, within budget, and reasonable reserves are being maintained. Council is able to monitor this in detail by the production of a monthly Financial Statement that is adopted at each meeting. I particularly thank the Chairman (who I meet with each Friday morning to progress matters) and all Councillors for their support, encouragement and compliments that I have received in and out of Parish Council meetings.

3.4 
NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH:

Michael Stead (Senior Co-ordinator) presented the following report:

The new organisation:

As reported last year the organisation of BNHW has developed, Alan Goddard, the previous senior co-ordinator, has continued as a coordinator. Beryl Addington has ceased now to be a coordinator and we have expressed our gratitude to her for her role as secretary and network manager over many years. The role of network manager has recently been taken over by Pam Dorgan and we continue to encourage members of the network to be contacted by e-mail. For the foreseeable future the two systems of contact – telephone and email will operate in tandem. Email messages are normally started by Chris Boyce our police secretary. 

The Police Community Messaging System (previously known as the Ringmaster system) is also available for anyone who wants to be contacted by the police in this way.

Charlotte Mackaness remains our publicity officer by virtue of her editing role for the Boughton Newsletter and is a coordinator. The duties of minute taking have recently been carried out by Chris Boyce. 

The relationship with the Police and other services:

This continues to be a strong one. We are pleased with the service from the community support team and we would seek to maintain it at full strength. As always, however, we are often limited as to the amount of information that is released about incidents in the village. The sergeant in charge of policing in Boughton is now Jacqui Harris who has attended the recent coordinators meeting with a strong support team.

Boughton has been represented at Joint Action Group (now Community Panel) meetings by a BNHW member along with a Parish Council member, generally by the senior coordinator and the P C Chairman respectively. 

A Community Panel Meeting will take place in Moulton Village Hall on Friday 1st May 2009 at 7.00 p.m.

New things that are currently on our agenda include:

1. Last year’s provisional autumn village open meeting is being re-scheduled for this Spring - date still to be arranged. 

2. BNHW is keen to promote ‘Smart-Water’ in Boughton and so are the police. Publicity for it will be a key item on the agenda at the BNHW Open Day and further publicity may be given at the Village Day. We may also hold a special Smart-Water Day in conjunction with the Smart-Water company. A minimum of 10 participants in a group scheme will result in significant cost savings.

The NHW appreciates the opportunity to report to this meeting and looks forward to continuing its successful service to the village.

3.5 
BOUGHTON VILLAGE HALL:

John Clarke, on behalf of David Whalley (Village Hall Chairman), presented the following report:

Audited accounts for Boughton Village Hall (BVH) for the year ending 31/01/2009 show a near break-even position after capital expenditure £2,408 (£4,202) and increased utility charges £2,340 (£1,670); up £670.

Income for the year totalled £7,728 (£8,414) when lettings were lower at £5,920 (£6,111) and fund raising reduced at £771(£1,147).

The modest deficit £123 (£415) resulted in a slightly reduced General Fund £23,739 (£24,154) which continues to provide a reasonable cushion for future improvement repairs, etc.

To-date, significant clearance and tidying up the external surroundings of the Hall have been completed and which now provides a helpful area for disabled access and entry. Further expenditure will be needed in the future to provide disabled toilet facilities.

In conclusion, I do wish to thank each member of the Hall Committee for their hardworking and effective contributions. It is down to their efforts and activities that the Hall remains viable and contributing an important facility for the community.

I do make a traditional plea that new members for the Hall Committee would be most welcome to support those long serving committee members.

3.6 AGE CONCERN:

Cllr Kevin Greatorex, on behalf of Mrs Sue Greatorex, presented the following report:

Since last year I was involved with Eilleen and John Rouse when he became very poorly. With the help of family, Age Concern organised a visit from their Adult Carer, Jean. John was taken into hospital and has subsequently died. Eilleen is doing well, especially since having her cataract done. 

A short update on others:

Mary Rowden has moved into Brampton View Care Home.

Simon and Christina Tebbutt have moved into St.Christophers.

I have visited many of the elderly in the village and keep my ear, very much, to the ground.

There are now three of us on duty for the village: Jane Slinn, Barbara Piggins and Me.

We are well aware of those who may need our help if, or when it arises, and they are well aware of us.

The Chairman thanked Sue for the report with much appreciation for the work being done for the elderly; it was generally agreed to send her some flowers in recognition of this.

3.7 PLAYING FIELD/POCKET PARK:

Mrs Charlotte Mackaness (New Committee Chairman) presented the following report:

In recent years the committee managing the Pocket Park has fallen away to virtually nothing. There has been no fundraising and only the most essential maintenance work has been carried out. It has been left to Kevin Greatorex, the treasurer, to ensure the area hasn’t run to ruin. 

After Christmas a new committee was formed with me, Charlotte Mackaness, as chair; Samantha Taylor vice chair and Tori Greenslade as secretary. We are extremely grateful that Kevin has kindly agreed to continue as treasurer. We have a committee of about eight members, although the process of recruitment is ongoing, plus an encouraging number of villagers have volunteered to help out on a more informal basis. Attracting the support of villagers with professional skills who may be able to assist is also important. I am heartened by the enthusiasm and willingness displayed by those on the committee – the task ahead will require a lot of energy and commitment.

Our aim is to revive the Pocket Park – not simply in terms of its appearance and facilities – but to reinstate it as one of the village’s social hubs. We are well aware that this will not be easy and are familiar with the mindless vandalism that has afflicted the area. 

The Parish Council very generously increased its annual grant to £2,000 to cover basic costs. I am thankful to the Parish Council for this support and stress that our most pressing short-term goal is to raise sufficient funds to cover maintenance costs next year. It seems likely that we will hold at least two fundraising events this year. We are also exploring the viability of resurrecting the village bonfire. The purpose of events is not merely to raise funds but also awareness of the park and its place in village life: a bonfire and fireworks party could go along way to doing this.

Longer-term aims include making good the perimeter hedging and fencing; installing new play equipment; the creation of a nature walk and improving the area around the pond. Given the high water level and the manner in which the water and boggy area is advancing towards the gardens of the Howard Lane houses, this may become more pressing. We are still formulating more detailed plans and are investigating potential funding streams.

In recent weeks committee members have had a number of meetings with various individuals including the County Council’s Pocket Parks Officer, representatives of agencies that support volunteer groups, the Northamptonshire Police’s Crime Prevention Design Officer, plus officers based at Brixworth responsible for policing Boughton. In addition, a healthy relationship with those behind Obelisk Spinney Pocket Park has been formed. Without exception, each stressed the importance of getting as many villagers as possible involved and into the park in order to create a sense of ownership. 

We are seeking to canvas as many opinions as possible about the Park’s role and future. It is crucial that we don’t overlook the basics. For example, there are a surprising number of people in the village unaware of where the Pocket Park is even located. Last week I spoke at the village school’s assembly. Involving the school and young people in the Pocket’s Park future is central to our plans. We hope the school will utilise the Park more frequently in future. The pupils have been charged with the task of designing a new logo. Further to appeals in the newsletter, we are considering a direct mail shot and hope to have some kind of display at Village Day.

OBELISK SPINNEY/POCKET PARK:

On behalf of Steve Campbell (Chairman of Obelisk Rise Residents Association), Steve Broadbent (Treasurer) presented the following report:

Introduction

· The company was formed in 2007 as an entity to manage and improve Obelisk Spinney as an amenity for the benefit of the local community.  It was set up in this way to create a legal entity to be a party to the management agreements necessary with the landowners.  

· The company operates under the guidance and with the assistance of the Northamptonshire County Council Pocket Parks department and the Tree Preservation officer.  

· The board of directors or committee currently consists of three members of the local community, one from Boughton and two from Obelisk Rise.  The Spinney straddles the boundary between Boughton and Obelisk Rise, which is in Northampton Borough.

Review of activities in 2008/9

In 2008 we obtained financial help from the following:
· Northamptonshire Pocket Parks (startup grant)

· Obelisk Rise Residents Association

· The Community Foundation

· Daventry District Council

· BTCV

· Local residents purchasing Obelisk Spinney Christmas cards and “Dedicate a Tree” cards.

We were also grateful for volunteer help for our working party days from:

· All Saints School (planting wild flowers in the meadow)

· Barclaycard

· Kingdom Life Church

· Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints

· Residents of Obelisk Rise

With these resources, we achieved the following:

· Set up a website (www.obeliskspinney.org) and an emailing list, “The Friends of Obelisk Spinney”

· Designed and erected an interpretation board at the Obelisk Rise entrance

· Purchased and erected brown direction signs

· Purchased and installed twelve bat and bird boxes

· Had a professional tree survey of the Spinney done

· Coppiced and tidied areas of the Spinney

· Laid two pathways near the Obelisk Rise entrance to the Spinney

· Cleared litter and removed signs of vandalism throughout the Spinney

· Successfully lobbied Northamptonshire County Council Highways department to improve the right of way footpath through the Spinney

· Successfully lobbied Northamptonshire County Council to install a fence and gate in the Long Spinney, to reduce litter and fly-tipping.

· Cleared the Long Spinney of litter and junk.

· Performed essential tree surgery costing over £3000 on several dead trees which were in a dangerous condition

· Established and maintained a wild flower meadow 

· Planted native bulbs in various areas

· Purchased a suite of woodland management tools

· Laid 435 hedge plants along the eastern edge of the Spinney with help from residents and volunteers from Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints.

An estimated total of 900 hours has been spent by volunteers in 2008/09, which equates to around £5,500 in terms of a £ value.

Plans for 2009 and beyond

· We have just been awarded £9,000 from West Northants Development Council and Daventry District Council to continue the hardcore/crushed granite path through the Spinney to make a circular walk.  It is anticipated that BTCV will do this work this summer.

· We need to extend and add more detail to our tree survey

· We urgently need to shred the brash from coppicing the hedge, to remove the risk of vandals starting fires with it.

· Continued maintenance of the Wild Flower Meadow

· Continued coppicing and clearing of unwanted saplings

· Continue to have regular working party days throughout the year.

· Continue to maintain and develop our website

· Install an interpretation board at the Boughton entrance

3.9 
BOUGHTON PRIMARY SCHOOL:

Gordon Poole, on behalf of Paul Archer (Head Teacher), presented the following report:

This is my first report as Headteacher of Boughton Primary School, having taking over from Mrs Cherie Brown who retired on 31st August 2008.

In May last year, OFSTED visited to inspect the school and praised it for pupil’s personal development, well-being and achievement. OFSTED graded the school as’ good’. The challenge now is to make Boughton Primary School ‘outstanding’ and this is the journey we have now begun.

During the Autumn Term we put together a new school improvement plan. This drew together opinions from parents, pupils, governors and staff and is a document that details what we want to do to make Boughton Primary even better. The headlines of this document are:

· Implementation of a new pupil progress tracker

· Revision of whole school curriculum where creativity flourishes out of the strong foundations of English, Mathematics, Science and ICT

· Design and set up our ‘virtual learning environment’ for out of school learning

· Update Foundation Stage Playground

· Further develop the school site, including provision of a ‘trim trail’

· Hot meals provision

· Breakfast Club provision for September 2009

· Consider feasibility of additional classroom (There were 120 combined applications for reception places for September 2009 – we have 20 places on offer!)

Boughton Primary School is a community school and I want to make sure that we are at its centre, not on the periphery.

Since September, we have been pleased to welcome Cllr John Clarke, Cllr Kevin Greatorex and Cllr Judy Shephard to the school. We are extremely pleased that Cllr Steve Potter has joined our governing body as Community Governor and we know that one of our common links will be to develop the school and village travel plan together as well as looking at the many ways that school and village can work in partnership.

Since Christmas, it has also been a pleasure to welcome Reverend Trott into school to take assembly on a monthly basis. We are now looking at how we can strengthen Church and School links.

Boughton Primary School is a very good school. We are in the top 20 of schools within the whole of Northamptonshire. To finish, I would like to publicly thank the staff, parents, school association, pupils and governing body for their endless enthusiasm, commitment and support.

RICHARD HUMFREY CHARITY:

On behalf of Cllr Judy Shephard (Charity Chairman), Cllr Kevin Greatorex presented the following report.

I have now completed my seventh year of chairmanship of the Richard Humfrey Charity.  There are at present 10 highly valued Trustees (4 co-opted members, 2 Ex-officio members, 2 members nominated by the Parish Council and two extra co-opted members).  

There have been two meetings held this last financial year.  These are traditionally held in November and March. The meetings of the Charitable Trust are in the main regularly attended by its Trustees.  

Application of income was made to 11 individuals residing within the parish, totalling £1100  (there were 14 beneficiaries last year).  The Trustees have continued to make a minimum payment of £100 to all individual recipients each year regardless of their marital status.  Prior to this, married couples only received £150 which was regarded by the Trustees as an unfair imbalance. Mr David Whalley is the Auditor of these accounts to whom I thank for his clear and precise accounting and indeed for stepping in at the last minute to audit them.

I will make my usual plea that if you know of anyone, however old, who is in need of benefit within the Parish of Boughton, please let me or any Trustee know.  

I would like to record my special thanks to Mrs Sue Greatorex, Mrs Barbara Piggins and Mrs Jane Slinn, who are our ‘Age Concern’ Representatives within the village.  They are our ‘eyes and ears’ on issues concerning the elderly, the infirm or those at risk within the parish.   They ensure that parishioners’ health, safety and general well-being is not compromised.  

The chiropody service continues to be highly valued by those parishioners who use the service.  There were 9 sessions during the past year.  The Humfrey Charity will, of course, continue to financially support its continuance.

Mrs Jill Gist is our very valued secretary of both the Humfrey charities.  Her dedicated and professional approach to the Charities have made her a most appreciated member of the team, and I would like to thank her personally for all the extra assistance she so selflessly provides.

3.11
RICHARD HUMFREY (EDUCATIONAL) FOUNDATION:

Cllr Kevin Greatorex (Foundation Chairman), presented the following report:

As in previous years, the Foundation continued in 2008 to support students in higher education and other local groups. This year we made grants to 10 students totalling £1,080.00. Although the amount of individual’s grants had been reduced in the previous year, the Trustees felt that they should try to restore the earlier levels. Accordingly, increased amounts were paid to all the successful applicants. In addition, a grant was made to the PCC for the use of the meeting room. 

The trustees also made a payment of £500.00 to the school to assist with the construction of their adventure play area. This item is not included in the Annual accounts for the year to 31 December 2008 as the grant was paid in January 2009. 

These payments meant that the expenditure exceeded the annual income for the year but the saving from the previous year means that the working balance is still sufficient for short-term requirements. However the Chairman expressed caution that the recent financial problems nationally may require hard decisions to be made in the short to medium future.

The Foundation continues to publicise its activities to the local residents and application forms can be obtained from the Chairman Kevin Greatorex or the Secretary Mrs Jill Gist.
