2. WNJPU – Emergent Core Strategy – Re outcome of consultation ending 30/09/09:

There was nothing to report.

3. WNJPU – Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment – Re consultation for more evidence:

It was resolved to submit a further response of ‘unsoundness’ after finding that a substantial parcel of land in Boughton (Warren Spinney Ref: DDC159) had been excluded from Boughton’s list and included on the Moulton list. It was noted that DDC’s response to the SHLAA was ‘thin’.

1. WNDC – Development of 3500 houses at Dallington Grange – Report on current status

Approve Financial Statements/Bank Reconciliation as at 31/01/2010 and 28/02/2010:
After noting a surplus of available money after reserves and payments/receipts (£1,956.12), it was resolved to approve the Financial Statement & Bank Reconciliation to enable the Chairman to sign it. The Clerk was complimented on the presentation and the surplus result which is unlikely to change much by year end 31/03/2010. £750 budgeted for a new computer has not yet been spent.

Improvement of the Pocket Park is continually being made and the next items to install with Council funding are wild flowers and an information board.

Receive a report on preparations for Village Day 2010:
Cllr Potter reported that a sub-committee had been formed and that planning for the event was well under way. 10/07/2010 has been decided as the date on which to hold the event.

The Church is planned to be at the heart of the event, morris men will be performing again, rounders v cricket on the park are being considered, the Whyte Melville will be involved as usual, the school will give a recital and various activities will take place in local gardens. 

Sponsorship is being pursued from local businesses and donations from the event are to be given particular attention this year.
