PLANNING:

Determine responses to the following new planning applications (Plus any late receipts):
The following responses to the following planning applications were resolved:

1. DA/2010/0825 2 storey side extension & pitched roof over hall and garage at 4 Greville Close

NO OBJECTIONS 

2. DA/2010/0844 Listed building consent to change a window to a doorway at 3-4 Church Street

SUPPORT; due to it improving the character of an outbuilding in an attractive location and making it useful

3. DA/2010/1400 Outline for 1050 dwellings, School, Care Home, Park & Ride, Etc. at Buckton Fields

OBJECTION. The clerk and Chairman to draft a 3rd response on the basis of discussion at this meeting and that on 25/10/2010. Particular matters to emphasise in the response were agreed to be:

* NCC Highways to provide a report on the application prior to a decision on it being taken.


* Ensure Social/Highway infrastructures are adequate and in place beforehand to support the application.

* Ensure traffic-calming measures are applied in nearby villages as mentioned in Policy HS2.


* Ensure that matters related to the development have been taken into consideration ‘cumulatively’ for the area 

* Ensure a local development framework has been agreed before any consideration to the application.

* Specify need for houses; NBC/DDC see no need.


* Ensure all brown-field sites are developed before green ones and that high-grade land is not lost un-necessarily 

* Withdraw planning application DA/2008/0500 for 500 dwellings to avoid any confusion

* Request acknowledgement and answering of resident and Council submitted responses

* Request for copies of NCC Highways, NBC and DDC Case Officer reports when available

The Clerk reported that after speaking with the Case Office handling the application, the response deadline may be exceeded, providing it is not extended too long. DDC have no plans to decide on the matter in the very short term.     

4. DA/2010/0872 First Floor extension at ‘Keppels, Humfrey Lane 


OBSERVATION; this being that a rear window should be opaque to preserve an amenity for a neighbour at rear

There were no applications to review.

Review any matters related to Planning Policies:

1. NCC – Minerals & Waste re Boughton Quarry being a preferred site – Report on current status:

The Chairman referred to his attendance at an Inspector’s Hearing Session in Northampton on 15/10/2010. In summary, the outcome seemed to indicate that the site would be confirmed for further waste operations, negating the current NCC ‘condition’ that the site be restored for agriculture by 2015; however, the Inspector may mitigate against significant developments on site to ensure harmony with surroundings.

FINANCE: 

468
Approve Financial Statements/Bank Reconciliation as at 30/09/2010:

After particularly noting a balance of £6,553.84 available precept money (after current proposed payments) to last until 31/03/2011, it was resolved to approve the Financial Statement and for the Chairman to sign it.

469
Approve payments shown on Financial Statement and sign cheques (including late invoices):

It was resolved to approve proposed payments of £914.70 from precept and £3,586.85 from reserves to enable Cllrs Greatorex and Clarke to sign cheques and initial invoices/cheque stubs accordingly. 

470
Report on progress and financial position with regard to the new Venes playground project:
The Clerk reported no change to the Cash Flow Statement since it was last submitted to Council. Work under the Playbuilder grant scheme is almost at an end and a RoSPRA inspection to finalise it is imminent; final contractor payments can then be made on submission of invoices. 

Mainly for environmental works on the Pocket Park, Stage 2 of the Community Spaces grant application for £46,408 has now been submitted and a decision on this is expected to take up to 10 weeks. 

The Clerk was complimented on his voluntary work associated with Council being the Accountable Body for the playground project; without such involvement the project would not have been so cost effective.

HIGHWAYS (Including Lighting):

471
Review/Progress any traffic calming / parking matters:

In the absence of Cllr Potter there was little to report on; however, the Chairman reported that the police were trying to alleviate the student parking problem at Boughton Rise by implementing restricted parking measures. The Clerk apologized for not yet writing to the University as requested by Council.

472
Review/progress any footway lighting matters; particularly total replacement of No: 6 on Vyse Road:
In the absence of Cllr Parker, the Clerk reported that, after being approached, they had met with a new service company (Parish Lighting Services - PLS) on 05/11/2010. It transpired that, at a cost, they were geared, through experience, to be able to help Council obtain improved cost effectiveness of electricity supply, maintenance and replacements; a quotation for the PLS service has now been received for consideration during Council’s budgeting/precepting process. It was suggested that the E-ON quote of £849.24 for total replacement of lamp and pole (number 6) be decided upon during the budgeting process.  

ENVIRONMENT (Including NCC and M&K Green-works):

473
Review/Progress any maintenance / works matters:

As requested by Councillors, the Clerk commented that he was progressing requests to Street Doctor for the cutting back of growth on the corner between Holly Lodge Drive and Boughton Green Road; also the creation of distinct verges from the junction on Boughton Green Lane to Boughton via the ‘Wine Glass’. 

The Chairman complimented M&K Gardening for the continued good work around the village; particular recent works were; removal of self-set elder trees on Vyse Road, clearing and planting of borders outside graveyard and clearing of some excessive growth on public footpath between Humfrey and Howard Lanes.

The Clerk confirmed that work on renovating the Village Sign had started. Regrettably, when the restorer arrived on 01/11/2010, the sign was found toppled onto the green after some assumed Halloween revelries the evening before. Hopefully no major damage to the post and sign mooring has been caused.

Confirm details of grant application submitted under NCC’s ‘Empowering Councillors Scheme’:
It was resolved to agree the Clerk’s submission by deadline 31/10/2010 for a 2011/12 grant of £700 for supplementary green-works around the village; as in previous years. A decision from NCC/County Councillor Judy Shephard is awaited.
