Elect a Chairman and Vice Chairman for 1 year:


1. Chairman:

The current Chairman (Cllr John Clarke) agreed to continue in the position, if required; no other Councillors put themselves forward for nomination. On this basis, Cllr Greatorex proposed that Cllr Clarke be appointed as Chairman for another year. Cllr Potter seconded and the motion was carried; Cllr Clarke subsequently signed an Acceptance of Office form.


2. Vice-Chairman:

The current Vice Chairman (Cllr Kevin Greatorex) agreed to continue in the position, if required; no other Councillors put themselves forward for nomination. On this basis, Cllr Clarke proposed that Cllr Greatorex be appointed as Vice-Chairman for another year. Cllr Parker seconded and the motion was carried; Cllr Greatorex subsequently signed an Acceptance of Office form.

Confirm positions of Clerk, Proper Office and RFO:
With his agreement, it was resolved for Mr Gordon Poole to continue in the combined roles of Clerk, Proper Officer and Responsible Financial Officer. On behalf of Council, the Chairman stated they were very pleased to have Mr Poole on board and thanked him for performing so effectively in the three roles.

Hold a Public Session for 15 minutes:

On behalf of Neighbourhood Watch, Michael Stead explained the Smartwater Scheme that was being pursued in conjunction with the police with hope that Boughton would become a Smartwater (well protected) Village. Approximately 50 kits at a special price of £10 each have been sold to-date and more are expected following an increase in advertising. Michael requested Council to consider making a grant to Neighbourhood Watch to enable it to purchase up to an additional 50 kits before the special price from the police ends on 31/05/2010. Council was very supportive of the scheme and agreed to consider the grant request under item 301 below; to be paid for under the S.137 power.

On behalf of Council, the Chairman thanked Cllr McEllin for all her hard work as a Councillor, Chairman and for activities in the Parish over a number of years; he confirmed that he had written to Cllr McEllin expressing this. On the basis of this, the Clerk will now advertise the vacancy for the statutory 14 days to then receive from DDC a notice of a requested election or authority to fill the vacancy by co-option.

A quarry representative has recently stated that land restoration for agriculture is on target for 2015.

Due to lack of NCC resources, the 22/03/2010 quarry liaison meeting was cancelled; a new date is awaited.

It was resolved to adopt the Audit Annual Return for 2009/10 for the Chairman and Clerk/Responsible Financial Officer to sign it prior to internal audit taking place.

Approve Financial Statements/Bank Reconciliation as at 31/01/2010 and 28/02/2010:

After noting receipt of half year precept (£9,000.00), VAT reclaim (£551.78), bank balance (£43,546.24) and bank reconciliation it was resolved to approve the Financial Statement for the Chairman to sign it.

It was further resolved to agree the following for the Clerk to update reserve accounts from the surplus amount (£2,919.26) as at 31/03/2010 (stated on the previous Financial Statement:

It was resolved to approve the proposed payments totalling £2,768.92 and for Cllrs Greatorex and Potter to sign cheques and initial invoices/cheque stubs accordingly.

Consider a proposal for Council to apply for a grant and administer it for benefit of the playground:

Cllr Greatorex proposed that:

1. Council applies for a NCC ‘Playbuilder’ grant of £49,300.00 for a new playground that is then to be granted to the Playing Field Charity ‘without receiving anything in return’ on a non-commercial basis.

2. Agreements, Orders, Invoicing and Payments, etc. to conform to Council’s VAT reclaim criteria.

3. Additional costs incurred by the Parish Council to be included within the ‘Playbuilder’ Grant amount.

4. Appropriate insurance and strict financial control to be arranged to minimise any risk to Council.

5. Progressing of project to be in close association with the Chair/Committee of the Playing Field Charity.

Cllr Greener seconded and the motion was carried to enable the Clerk/Responsible Financial Officer to attend, with the Chairman of the Playground Committee, a NCC Grant Panel meeting on 12/05/2010. 

As previously notified at the start of the meeting, Cllr Kingston left at 8.55pm.

Cllr Potter reported that to ease the traffic problems on Moulton Lane, the Primary School was pursuing the introduction of staggered start and finish times; also a car-sharing scheme. It was also reported that difficulty was being experienced with getting information on the matrix sign maintenance and operating instructions; the Clerk was requested to help in the process.
