It was resolved for the Chairman to sign the document to accept the budget and, on the basis of this, the Clerk to submit an £18.000 precept request to DDC by 18/01/2010, for payment in two halves on 23/04/2010 and 24/09/2010.

Formulation of planning responses out of a Council meetings

To conform to Standing Order Clause 37 and be guided by Local Councils Legal Advisor, Paul Claydon. Notice of new applications to be published on notice boards and website to then be reviewed by a working party of at least a quorum of Councillors. Clerk to then formulate and submit a response to DDC under a delegated power; hopefully to be endorsed at the next BPCM.



Publishing of all receipts and payments

To not publish detailed transactions in minutes but to agree Monthly Financial Statements (particularly including Bank Balances, Receipts, Payments, Reserves, Available Money and Bank Reconciliation) at each Council meeting, to which the public may attend and question transactions.  

HIGHWAYS (Including Lighting):

207-09/10
Review/Progress any traffic calming matters:

Cllr Potter continues to progress various traffic-calming measures, particularly in relation to traffic on Moulton Lane by the school. Issues of dropping off/picking up children, reversing onto the road and some local residents parking on the road are being focused on.  

The additional fluorescent 7.5 weight limit signs as mentioned in the last minutes were placed at entrances to the village. All agreed they were good and, despite adding to the over-signage in the village, proposed they remain for the time being. A sign routing traffic from the Harborough Road to Moulton College through the village continues to be of concern.

Review/Progress any maintenance/work matters:
Other than the maintenance of trees at Boughton Rise, to be addressed in 211-09/10 below, there were no significant outstanding requests showing on the tabled status report; however, on request from NCC/MGWSP, a list of proposed roadside improvements has been provided for consideration out of a County-wide small budget of £250K. Hopefully there will be some completions soon.

It was agreed to submit a recently received questionnaire on MGWSP’s performance over the past year. Chairman and Clerk completed the questionnaire to reflect that BPC considered all MGWSP’s categories to be of high importance; performance, apart from the Street Doctor service, was marked better than OK. In addition to the categories, some Parish specific issues were listed.

Receive a report on the checking of the lighting inventory:

Cllr Parker reported that he was making progress with checking the inventory, however, recent weather conditions and some personal commitments have prevented it being completed to-date.

The Clerk reported that used Christmas trees will be collected from Smith’s Farm Shop tomorrow.

The Church is still to comment on the proposed replanting of the boarders outside the Churchyard.

Report on meetings attended since last BPC meeting:

1. 17/11/2009 Community Panel Meeting – Cllr Clarke

A particular issue that was raised was the recruitment of a PCSO by Parishes; a special meeting on this will be held on 12/01/2010. When received, minutes of the Panel Meeting will be included in the next circulation file. The next meeting is to be held on 27/01/2010.

2. 25/11/2009 DDC Planning Meeting re Moulton College application – Cllr Clarke

The committee resolved to refuse the application primarily due to substantial development in open countryside, traffic volumes through villages and no alternative to the current access.



3. 06/12/2009 NCC Chairman Chairman Civic Service – Cllr Clarke

The service was a very moving and memorable occasion.

4. 08/12/2009 Council’s Christmas Social Event – Cllr Clarke  

The meal was excellent, conversation good and participation in the pub quiz was most enjoyable.

5. 09/12/2009 Highways Representatives Annual Conference - Clerk

The conference was useful to attend for networking with Clerks and Councillors, meeting with MGWSP Managers, obtaining information and progressing some matters. The presentation on Winter Maintenance was very encouraging; it explained what was involved and the gritting preparations that have to be made. I recommended two meeting per year with more subjects addressed. My completed rating sheet for the event will be included in the next circulation file.

6. 15/12/2009 Parish & Town Councils Meeting – Cllr Clarke

A useful meeting to attend with questions from P & TC’s being obtained for the agenda. Regrettably a question on Discretionary Rate Relief for Village Halls was not included on the agenda; therefore not minuted. When received, minutes will be included in the next circulation file.

7. 06/01/2010 DDC Planning Committee re Wickets Cottage – Cllr Clarke

The application was withdrawn prior to the meeting to be considered at the next planning meeting on 27/01/2010; hopefully with a site visit by the Committee beforehand.

8. 06/01/2010 NN2RA meeting (1st after land acquisition) – Cllr Clarke and Clerk

Great news on the land purchase was expressed to the committee. A good meeting to attend regularly to help in progressing land use/management due to most of the 14 acres being in Boughton Parish. Fundraising is being pursued to increase the current balance on account. A plan of the purchased land and its boundary was requested to associate it with that for the whole Parish.

Review status of Village Design Statement update and creation of an Emergency Plan:


Village Design Statement

Due to being involved with the original production of the VDS, Cllr Shephard agreed to review the current document and highlight items that needed updating. Following this, a committee could then be formed to consider the proposed updates and produce a supplementary document. It was agreed an update was essential despite doubts on whether DDC will continue to accept VDS’s as Supplementary Planning Guidance, or not. Chairman thanked Cllr Shephard for volunteering help.

Emergency/Community Self-Help  Plan 

The Chairman proposed that a model document recently received from NCC be used to relatively quickly create a plan suitable for the Parish. In the meantime, Councillors and Clerk names/contact details have been submitted to NCC’s Emergency Planning Department should an emergency occur in the short term. To help in the process, if anyone would like to attend, an Emergency Plan training session is being held in Moulton Village Hall on Friday 05/02/2010 at 1.30pm.

Report on any Village Hall Matters:

Cllr Clarke reported that following his considerable discussions with DDC, Boughton Village Hall will be granted Discretionary Rate Relief for another year.

Receive a report on preparations for Village Day 2010:

Cllr Potter reported that following discussions with interested parties, three venues were under consideration for staging this year’s event; these are: 

Church St. (Proposed ‘epicentre’ of the event) – For activities in Street, Pub, Church, Etc.

Boughton Park
– For the possibility of holding a cricket match

Playing Field – For miscellaneous activities

It was proposed that a small committee of Councillors progress the matter and provide a report to the next BPCM, inclusive of a date for the event. Cllrs Potter, Davison and Greener agreed to form the proposed committee.

Commencing with a January 2010 issue, the Clerk reported the restart of Council’s monthly Information/News Clips. Hopefully this can be maintained on a regular basis and called on Councillors to help by proposing before each month-end, some subjects to include.
