It was resolved to submit an immediate preliminary response (including the following) to be followed by a more detailed response after scrutiny and consultation on the content of voluminous documentation.

a. Request an extension of the response deadline beyond 27/10/2010 to give more time for review/consultation

b. Comment that the fundamentals of BPC’s objection to-date have not changed and that previous responses should be taken into consideration by the Planning Committee

c. Recommend that all previous responses from residents, their representatives and other Councils (particularly NBC) should be taken into consideration

d. Recommend withdrawal of application DA/2008/0500 for 500 dwellings be withdrawn until DA/2007/1400 has been resolved upon 

It was commented that the increased accidents on the A508 Harborough Road may give further weight to the fact that improved road infrastructure needs to surround the Buckton Fields development.


3. DA/2010/0825 Two storey side extension and pitched roof over hall and garage at 4 Greville Close


It was resolved to look at this in more detail, visit the site and determine a response out of meeting.

Review any matters related to Planning Policies/Consultations:

1. NCC – Minerals & Waste re Boughton Quarry being a preferred site – Report on current status:

As mentioned at the last meeting, the Chairman (accompanied by Cllr Mrs Shephard) is scheduled to attend an Inspector’s Hearing Session in Northampton on Friday next between 0930 and 1100am. No new statements are allowed, only participation in discussion on the two points stated in the session’s agenda, ie:

1. What weight should be given to the current condition of restoring the site for agriculture in 2015?

2. If the site is not included as a preferred site, are there any other sites available for substitution?

As agreed, Chairman plans to emphasise that Boughton Quarry should not be designated as a ‘preferred site’. The developers of Buckton Fields have also objected in a 6 page submission to NCC’s proposal.

Report on progress and financial position with regard to the new Venes playground project:
The Clerk reported that following NCC’s confirmation that they would honour the signed agreement for £49,300.00, work on installing the play equipment re-commenced on 04/10/2010 and completion is expected to be in about 4 weeks time. 

As shown on the Cash Flow and Schedule for the project, the current balance on the account is £5,899.17 and no further payments are scheduled until the project has been completed and the second 50% of grant money (£24,650.00) received. 

The Chairman thanked Project Manager (Charlotte Mackaness) for her recent letter thanking Council for its backing and ‘pluckiness’ in obtaining an assurance from NCC that it would honour its commitment to providing the full amount of grant. The Chairman also praised the Pocket Park Committee for all their enthusiasm and hard work associated with the new playground project. 

HIGHWAYS (Including Lighting):

442
Review/Progress any traffic calming / parking matters; particularly parking at Boughton Rise:

a. It was reported that parking on either side of Church Street was increasing, reducing traffic to one lane and encroaching on to public footpaths. Cllr Potter agreed to speak to residents who are associated.

b. According to correspondence from a resident, and the Police, university student parking at Boughton Rise is worsening. The Police are pursuing the matter and have requested support from BPC. It was resolved for BPC to become active in the matter by writing to the University and DDC. 

c. Cllr Potter reported that a blitz by the police and school on traffic calming along Moulton Lane was to take place. Vehicles are also passing on grass verges resulting in residents placing stones on them to prevent grass being churned up; the Clerk was requested to check with NCC whether this was legal or not. 

d. The matter of siting speed indicator signs on Moulton Lane and Vyse Road was resurrected again. In preparation for a further discussion, the Clerk was requested to obtain costs for various options.    

443
Determine a response to the changes to Concessionary Travel and its transfer to NCC on 01/04/2011:
Following discussion on the items that an authority does not have a legal duty to provide, it was resolved for the Clerk to formulate a response that supported the continuation of DDC’s current non-legal duty provisions that were considered to be not major in cost; it would seem petty to stop these to make savings.

It was resolved to accept the following 2 matters:

1. The Clerk reported that following a request to repair lamp number 7 on Vyse Road, the maintenance company (E-ON) has stated that it was beyond repair and needs a new lamp head, replacement pole (metal instead of concrete) and new cabling. The cost is expected to be in the region of £800 +VAT; a formal quotation has been requested. This would seem to be the first of 47 mercury lamp replacements proposed by E-ON and previously reported on in the minutes of the last meeting. Before agreeing number 7’s replacement, and any additional ones, it was considered prudent for the Clerk to investigate whether there were any other companies, alternative to E-ON, that could provide replacements and service competitively.

3. Following a report of excessive growth overhanging a public footpath and private gardens on the corner between Boughton Green Road and Holly Lodge Drive, it was resolved for the Clerk to report the matter to NCC’s Street Doctor and request cutting. 

ENVIRONMENT (Including NCC and M&K Green-works):

There was nothing to report.

Resolve on a location of a proposed bench on Moulton Lane:
It was resolved that a proposed siting for a bench outside ‘Windycroft’ on Moulton Lane was not practical and that any further proposals should only be considered if NCC’s tabled criteria could be met.

Resolve on a proposal to remove a tall imposing conifer tree on the Howard Ln./Greville Cl. corner:

On the understanding that NCC and DDC Tree Officers have agreed, it was resolved for the tree to be removed to enable an adjacent tree and a hedge not to be further encroached upon.
