Welcome new co-opted Councillor and sign Acceptance of Office, Code of Conduct, Etc. forms:

Cllr Wilson was unable to attend his first meeting due to a family bereavement.

359       Hold a Public Session for 15 minutes:

7 residents attended the public session and an emailed submission was made by Paul and Lorraine McEllin who are abroad at present but own a property in Vyse Road, Boughton. The attendance and submission related to item 366 on the agenda (Tree Preservation Order on land destined for a Care Home at ‘Quietways’, Humfrey Lane). Chairman (Cllr John Clarke) declared a personal and prejudicial interest in the item due to him being an immediate neighbour to the land; however, it was resolved for Cllr Clarke to speak as a resident with Vice Chairman (Cllr Greatorex) taking the Chair. 

In summary the following were ‘key’ matters arising from discussion:

1. There was general support for the TPO with a suggestion that the trees be individually listed.

2. A Care Home on land adjacent to the TPO area was considered to be totally inappropriate.

3. Cllr Clarke reported that he had spoken to Peter Kimble who stated that the TPO was initiated directly by DDC following a preliminary approach by the agent of the Kimble Trust with regard to the establishment of a care home in the future. Mr Kimble assured Cllr Clarke that the Kimble Trust would not seek to develop the site during the present occupancy of ‘Quietways’.

4. The Clerk reported that DDC had taken action on the trees following discussion (supported by a sketch) with the Kimble Trust agent on a prospective care home. DDC have stated that the sketch is not for public view and no Case Officer has been appointed. 

5. If a Care Home is proposed, access and traffic will be major issues that will worsen existing problems.

6. Whilst DDC’s request is for a response on the TPO issue only, residents propose to individually respond on the TPO and Care Home with the latter’s resulting problems, being un-necessary, over-powering, etc.        

7. Council stated that it may only resolve and respond on the TPO issue in minute 366(1) below) and refrain from any detailed comment on the proposed Care Home at this stage.

8. Recommendation was made that the local District Councillor should become involved.

9. It was generally agreed that the land was destined for some ‘infill’, application for which could then be responded to on planning grounds to ensure a development that was in sympathy with the neighbourhood.   

Vice Chairman thanked all residents for attending and expressing their views for Council to take note of.  



Chairman (Cllr Clarke) subsequently returned to the Chair to continue the items on the agenda.

329 The Chairman of DDC’s Planning Committee has been informed of Council’s comments on changes to site viewings;  no response has yet been received.

The Clerk reported that he had visited the changed matrix sign and observed an image of 2 children when speeding vehicles activate the sign within set times at start and finish of each school day. A check is to be made to see if the 2 children image should be on continually between the set times.

343       M&K Gardening have cut back the excessive growth over the footpath between Humfrey Lane 

and Howard Road, also down Spring Close. The work is included in the contract with them.

As requested, Street Doctor has been requested to cut back the excessive growth along the path between the Harborough Road island and the Whitehills pub; no work has yet taken place.

344       Arrangement has been made with M&K Gardening to plant the border outside the graveyard and 

remove the unsightly/deceased Elders by the Harborough Road island on Vyse Road in autumn.

Review a recommendation from E-ON to replace 47 mercury lamps that are becoming obsolete:

1. With reference to a recent letter from E-ON it was resolved to obtain quotes for various alternative options and schedule/budget/precept replacement over a 5 year period assuming that stock of parts for maintenance of mercury lamps will last that long; also to raise the matter with other parishes at the next Parish and Town Council’s meeting. It was agreed to invite E-ON to the next BPC meeting for discussion. 

2. The Clerk reported on the receipt of a new ‘Un-metered Electricity Supply Certificate’ from E-ON; a query needs to be made to determine why lamp numbers have not been included on this issue.

Receive a report on preparations for Village Day 2010:
Cllr Potter reported on a very successful event at which all helpers worked very hard; he thanked them all for making it so. The weather was idyllic and the family event was more relaxed due to a non-rigid timetable. The children element this year was very good and their excitement on finishing their performance in the church and then climbing in and out of a new fire-engine cab outside the church door was an enthusiastic sight. It was disappointing that an incident occurred by the pub with glasses getting broken; however, the culprits were quickly curtailed. As in previous years, the Morris men from the village gave two exceptional performances and the other activities and stalls were all good and complimentary. A highlight of the day was a falcon leaving his/her display and swooping on a pidgeon, taking it away somewhere to enjoy it and then returning some time later. Thanks were expressed to the Landlord of the pub for making his garden available for the bouncy castle and for hosting the karaoke/disco in the evening. In summary it was an excellent day, enjoyed by everyone, to be repeated next year with a continuing theme of ‘being for the family’. Proceeds are expected to be in the region of £800, plus a £500 budgeted contribution from the Parish Council; this to be for distribution to needy causes (to be determined by Council) and to help with launching Village Day 2011 with some upfront costs. Cllr Potter was thanked for his and team’s very hard work and hours spent on a very successful Council production.

The Towcester Racecourse venue, programme, most speakers and Buffet (including strawberries on the NCC theme) were very good. It was particularly noted in question time that, as with Boughton, other Councils were having difficulty in resolving on some planning applications in a formal Council meeting. 2. Cllr Potter – Reported on some intimidating horses on the eastern side of the village around Bunkers Hill Farm. All were asked to observe and Cllr Clarke agreed to speak to someone at Bunkers Hill.

3. Cllr Greatorex – Reported that some over-growing hedges and verges around the ‘wine-glass’ area were seriously affecting visibility of traffic. Clerk to report to Street Doctor.

4. Cllr Potter – Reported that a mattress and fridge freezer had been dumped on the Moulton Lane verge near the ‘wine glass’ area. Clerk to request DDC to remove.

5. Cllr Clarke – Reported that a 30mph sign on Moulton Lane was being obscured by overgrowing hedge. Clerk to report to Street Doctor.

6. Cllr Clarke – Reported that the Boughton Village sign on ‘the green’ needs re-painting. Clerk to determine who can do such work and obtain a quote.
