321
Hold a Public Session for 15 minutes:

1. Mrs Butler attended to draw attention to her recent letter on traffic calming suggestions for Moulton Lane; also to listen to Councillors discussing the matter in minute 340 below.

2. On request, Mrs Mackaness attended to make a presentation on the planned new playground to be funded primarily with ‘Playbuilder’ and ‘Community Spaces’ grants. Council were thanked for agreeing to be the Accountable Body for the ‘Playbuilder’ grant with hope that they would agree (in minute 339 below) to be the same for the ‘Community Spaces’ grant; hopefully the grant will be finalised with the provider at a meeting next week. Plans for the site were tabled for Councillors to see. 2 areas are planned for different age groups, no parking is incorporated, 2 suppliers are being considered, wooden equipment is preferred, extensive groundwork is required before equipment can be installed, noise from children is not expected to be a problem to neighbours, overall completion is planned for the autumn with hope that children, parents and visitors thereafter will appreciate an impressive environmental and recreational facility. Charlotte and Neil Monahan will be the project managers for the installation and Cllr Greatorex and the Clerk for Council will progress financial matters. On behalf of Council, the Chairman thanked Mrs Mackaness for a very informative presentation on the project that Council is in full support of.

DDC Planning Committee site viewing change notification:

The Chairman summarised DDC’s letter dated 28/05/2010. It was resolved to acknowledge the letter and respond with a recommendation that Case Officers must visit all application sites before accepting an application and be particularly observant at corners, listed buildings, conservation areas, sensitive and environmentally attractive sites.

Review any matters related to Planning Policies/Consultations:

1. NCC – Minerals & Waste re Boughton Quarry being a preferred site – Report on current status:

a) A decision on Boughton Quarry being a preferred site for continuation of waste processing continues to be outstanding. Council has been invited to speak about the Boughton Quarry site WS4 at the Inspectors consultation meeting on 21/07/2010 “if Council considers it will benefit from it and, more importantly, benefit the Inspector”. It was agreed to particularly emphasise the following points:

* Surrounding land on all sides has been designated for housing under SHLAA

* Site re-instatement for agriculture in 2015 should continue and not be planned for any industrial use 

b) Due to lack of NCC resources, the 22/03/2010 quarry liaison meeting was cancelled; a new date is proving difficult to arrange.

2. WNJPU – Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment – Report on current status:

There was nothing to report.

The Chairman tabled and outlined proposed details he had received from the owner. It was agreed the plan was ‘less ambitious’ and seemed suitable for Council to support, as it did 2007. A formal submission of a listed building consent application via DDC is now awaited so a response can be resolved on. 

FINANCE: 

335
Approve Financial Statements/Bank Reconciliation as at 31/05/2010:

After noting an available balance of £5,265.75 (before proposed payments) for the first half of the year it was resolved to approve the Financial Statement and for the Chairman to sign it. The Clerk was complimented on this monthly production.

Adopt the outcome of the Internal Audit that took place on 17/05/2010:
After noting accounts were in good order, Annual Return could be signed without qualification, prompts to be more open on payments and planning decisions, Council resolved to adopt the Internal Audit Report.

338
Progress ‘Playbuilder’ funding grant and equipment/installation order for donation to Playing Field:

The Clerk reported hearing from NCC that the grant application had been accepted and that 50% of the £49,300 grant would be paid into the Council’s account within the next few days. Emphasis now is to progress stage 2 of the ‘Community Spaces’ grant to enable the whole playground project to proceed.

Consider request to be accountable body for a ‘Community Spaces’ grant on behalf of Playing Field:

Based on the presentation given by Mrs Mackaness in minute 321 above, and similar to agreeing in minute 302 to be the accountable body for the Playbuilder Grant mentioned in minute 338 above, Council resolved to be the accountable body for the Community Spaces Grant of £50,000. The Clerk and Cllr Greatorex were thanked for the extra work needed to progress the grant in line with both BPC and HMRC criteria; particularly to ensure there is no overspend and minimal to no loan exposure to Council whilst VAT is being claimed.  

HIGHWAYS (Including Lighting):

340
Review/Progress any traffic calming matters:

1. As requested at the last meeting the Clerk reported making contact with a traffic sign officer at MGWSP with regard to the working of the VAS sign on Moulton Lane. A site visit by an engineer determined that the permanent display of ‘Slow Down’ during school start and finish times (0815 to 0915hrs and 1455 to 1630hrs – Monday to Friday) was not working; apparently, this has now been corrected and Cllr Potter agreed to check and report on this. 

The Chairman’s proposal to close the meeting for discussion with Mrs Butler about her letter was agreed.

2. Mrs Butler was thanked for her letter and particular discussion took place on the three suggestions mentioned in it. In summary, the following are some key points that were mentioned:

a. Cllr Potter is in discussion with the school on various ways to improve safety of school children

b. Staggered school start and finish times are being considered.

c. The Police have speeding on Moulton Lane as a particular priority to focus on.

d. NCC has no money available for any major traffic schemes.

e. BPC is currently considering traffic calming ‘repeater signs’ and a new ‘VAS’ sign from its reserves.       

f. Council is particularly aware that traffic volume, speeding and parking are the main problems.

g. The only significant solution to the problem would seem to be construction of a Northwest by-pass. 

h. Various solutions have been considered with the authorities over the past 10 years.

i. Council is particularly trying to get Moulton College traffic signed by a route alternative to Boughton. 

It was agreed for the Clerk to acknowledge Mrs Butlers letter; also for Council to continue seeing what practical steps can be taken to progress an improvement. 

The meeting was re-opened.

Review/Progress any maintenance/work matters:
There were no matters to review or report on.

Receive a report on checking of the lighting inventory and formulate a response to E-on’s request:

Cllr Parker presented to the Clerk an updated lighting inventory which included two lights that had not been previously recorded; on the basis of this, Asset Register, Insurance and E-On will need updating. The Chairman thanked Cllr Parker for the substantial amount of work that had taken place on this matter.   

ENVIRONMENT (Including NCC and M&K Green-works):

It was resolved for the Clerk to get M&K at reasonable cost to do the following work if NCC Rights of Way were not forthcoming:

1. Cut back growth overhanging the rights of way footpath down Spring Close. 

2. Cut back growth overhanging the rights of way footpath between Humfrey and Howard Lanes

In addition, request Street Doctor to:

1. Cut back growth overhanging the footpath between the island on Harborough Road and Whitehills Pub.
