Approve minutes of meeting held on Monday 6th April 2009:

Receive reports from the following:

3.1 
POLICE:

Mike Grady (Sergeant – Northampton North Area) presented the following report.

Sergeant Grady commented he was glad to be back in the Northampton North Area after spending some time working in the eastern area of Northampton. The Northampton North Area covers 200 sq miles with 42 villages and is currently being covered by a relatively small, but very efficient, number of police officers. A new constable has recently joined the team and is proving to be very enthusiastic and pro-active, not just re-active. Boughton continues to be supported by PCSO Alan Whenmouth who seems to be very well respected by the Parish.

The following statistics were presented as at the end of the crime year 31/03/2010:

Total crimes (40) 13 down on 2009/10 (53)

Burglary dwelling up from 9 to 14

Burglary other down from 7 to 4

Theft from motor vehicle up from 2 to 8 (Brampton Valley Way)

Theft of motor vehicles down from 1 to 0

Vehicle interference 2

Criminal damage down from 8 to 3

Drugs down from 3 to 1

Theft down from 7 to 6

Particular items mentioned in Sergeant Grady’s report were:

*A leaflet on Operation Guardian (Lock it, Remove it or Lose it) was provided to all attendees.

*Crime was down 7.6% in Northamptonshire.

*Crime was down in Boughton from 53 to 40.

*Boughton was being generally classed as a crime free area.

*Car Key burglaries continue to be a particular problem.

*Attention is being given to stopping overnight camping in the Boughton Pocket Park.

*Local Neighbourhood Watch continues to go well and is very supportive to the police.

*It is encouraging to note that Smartwater is being signed up to in the village as a result of criminals fearing its effectiveness; 2 types are being made available – Spray and Marking.

The Chairman thanked Sergeant Grady for his report and commented that Boughton was very satisfied with the police service to-date; he particularly commended Alan Whenmouth for his work in the Parish.

3.2  
BOUGHTON PARISH COUNCIL (ACTIVITIES):

Cllr John Clarke (Chairman) presented the following report:

As Chairman of your Parish, may I welcome you to the annual meeting of the Parish and thank you for attendance this evening.

The Parish Council has met regularly through the year. I would like to thank the councilors for their attendance at meetings, their contribution both at and outside of meetings, and their support. Each councillor has specific as well as general duties. Their individual roles are listed in the Parish Business Plan, and on the Parish website.

In a wider context the Parish Council have been ably supported by our District and County Councillors’- John Shephard and Judy Shephard. This year Judy has also had the honour of serving as Chairman of Northamptonshire County Council.

We should also put on record our thanks to Gordon Poole, our Responsible Financial Officer and Clerk. His advice and knowledge have been invaluable. There is much for Gordon to deal with and we are fortunate to have him working with us. Gordon will be presenting the financial report in the next item on the agenda.

Outside of the routine matters which the Parish Council deals with-such matters as planning applications, highways, maintenance, and greenworks, all of which are documented in the minutes and on the website, on behalf of the Parish Council I will highlight the following wider issues:

Buckton Fields

Following the outline planning application for 1250 dwellings, the planners submitted an application for the first phase of this proposed development for 500 dwellings. Both have been vigourously objected to. Currently both these applications are “going nowhere” due to a combination of factors-not least the current economic climate. One positive piece of news is that the Northampton Borough Council objected to the development, mainly because of the lack of infrastructure to support the development. Daventry District Council are the lead authority. This issue, however, is not going to go away.

Boughton Quarry

Currently, only infilling of inert waste is taking place on site. The recycling operation finished in November 2008, and Bennies do not have any further activity planned for the near future. It has yet to be decided whether the quarry will be designated as a waste disposal site beyond 2015. It remains the Parish Councils aim to have the site restored for agricultural use by 2015.This will not happen if Boughton Quarry is designated as a main site in the new Minerals and Waste Development Framework. We will not know this until October 2009 earliest. We have challenged its inclusion on the list of main waste sites- mainly on the grounds of Tests of Soundness of the process of consultation, and the quarry’s establishment as an industrial site.

Flood Meadows at Boughton Crossing to Kingsthorpe

The Parish Council have continued to support the NN2 Residents Association in their endeavours to purchase the meadows. Lorraine McEllen has attended several meetings in this cause. Initially the Residents Associations bid failed, but a compromise is in the process of being reached, which should ensure that the meadow is not occupied.

Traffic

Traffic, both volume and speeding, continues to be a major concern for Boughton. It has continued to be a frustrating business to effect any real improvement, no matter how minor. As mentioned last year, the Parish Council do have funds available for such projects as matrix signs, village gateways and speed repeater signs. In general, Boughton does not meet the criteria for funded traffic calming-based on collision history which is determined by the Casualty Reduction Officer. Regarding Self Funded schemes, which have been held in abeyance because of the change in provider from Atkins to MGWSP, it now seems more hopeful that these can now be progressed. generally, we also have to accept that volumes will increase with the cumulative effect of such developments as Dallington Grange, which of course raises the issue of the North-West by-pass and its effect on Boughton.

In the light of the questions raised by parishes at the Daventry Rural North Casualty Reduction Meeting, which Stephen Potter, our Highways Representative attended, Boughton is not alone on some of these issues.

Our thanks go to all the volunteers who give their time to our community, and who contribute so much to make life in the village more agreeable to Boughton residents. Their valued work will be reported on at this meeting.

It will be appreciated if this community spirit is again shown by parishioners in supporting the village day on July 10th. Thanks to Lorraine McEllen and her team for making the event such a success last year. Any help anyone can give this year will be appreciated.

3.3 
BOUGHTON PARISH COUNCIL (ACCOUNTS):

Gordon Poole (Clerk & Responsible Financial Officer) presented the following report:

The accounts for year ending 31st March 2010 have now been produced and adopted by the Parish Council (at a meeting prior to this one); Internal Auditing is scheduled to take place in the coming weeks.

On the basis of expenditures to-date, prudent financial management and reasonable reserves, the Parish Council agreed to maintain the Precept for financial year 2010/11 at the same level as in the previous 3 years (£18,000); however, a prediction is that an increase will be necessary for 2011/12

Budgeting for the setting of a Precept for financial year 2011/12 will commence in November 2010.

As required for internal auditing, the following have been reviewed and adopted by the Parish Council, at a meeting prior to this one:

2009/10 Year End Accounts (for internal and external auditing)

Risk Assessment (for your assurance)

Asset Register (for property insurance cover – currently valued at £38,600)

Governing Policies and Procedures (for Council and its Officers to observe in their public duty) 

As the Responsible Financial Officer for the Parish Council, I believe the finances are in good order, are being well managed by Council, within budget, and reasonable reserves are being maintained. Council is able to monitor this in detail by the production of a monthly Financial Statement that is adopted at each Council meeting. 

As mentioned at this time last year, I particularly thank the hardworking Chairman (who I meet with each Friday morning to progress matters) and all Councillors for their support, encouragement and compliments that I have received in and out of Parish Council meetings.

Charlotte Mackaness commented that due to lack of support, the Mums and Tots group had now ceased to operate. On this basis, the reserve mentioned above, could now be transferred in the Council’s general reserve.

The Chairman thanked Mr Poole for his comprehensive report and for the substantial amount of work that is necessary to maintain good financial control and accounting.   

3.4 
NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH:

Michael Stead (Senior Co-ordinator) submitted the following report after the meeting:

Organisation

The illness of Chris Boyce for an extended period resulted in my decision to delay the AGM until January. Chris is now recovering and is back in place as Police Contact Secretary. We are still short of a general and meetings secretary although Chris does help out with minutes whenever possible. At the AGM Susan Wilson was elected to take over from Chris Lea as Treasurer, Chris now having left the village. We are grateful to her for finding Susan as her replacement and for the smooth handover. We are also pleased that David Harrop and Jackie Dimmock have joined as coordinators;Paul Mabbutt has also taken on that role.

The relationship with the Police and other services:

This continues to be a strong one. Mike Grady has returned to the role as our local sergeant.

Boughton continues to be represented at the community panel (previously “Joint Action Group”) meetings by a BNHW member along with a Parish Council member, generally by the senior coordinator and the P C chairman respectively. Charlotte Mackaness who has a special interest in the pocket park is another attendee representing Boughton. 

“Smart Water”

A Smartwater presentation was organised in the village in February with presentations by a senior Smartwater representative and Inspector John McKinney from the local police organisation responsible for its introduction in areas of Northampton. Last summer BNHW had a stall to get signatures for Smartwater, and publicity for the Smartwater campaign in Boughton continues through the Boughton Newsletter. So far we have around 50 cheques from residents wishing to take up Smartwater and we are now awaiting a date from the police for its introduction.

Contact Systems

Our own two systems of contact, telephone and email, continue. Email messages are normally started by Chris Boyce, our police contact secretary, and it is expected that the number of persons electing to be contacted by email will continue to grow. The Police Community Messaging System previously known as the Ringmaster system also continues to inform and is available to Boughton residents who would like to receive these messages.

The BNHW appreciates the opportunity to report progress and looks forward to continuing its successful service to the village.

3.5 
BOUGHTON VILLAGE HALL:

John Clarke, on behalf of David Whalley (Village Hall Chairman), presented the following report:

Income, comprising lettings and fund-raising, during the year-end January 2010 was at similar levels to the previous year £6,638 (£6,691): the main reduction was in interest earned £13 (£537). Parish Council support of £500 remained for which committee wish to express their gratitude. Fundraising via two quizzes and one jumble sale raised £847. Hire income is reduced due to three regular hirers, ie: Ballroom Dancing, Shiatsu Training and Mums & Tots, who have stopped using the hall due to lack of numbers. Efforts are now being made to advertise the hall facilities wider. In comparison with other local village halls; Boughton appears to offer the best value where other halls charge an hourly rate and don’t allow free preparation time. 

Expenditure £10,454 (£7,851) was higher as a result of capital expenditure £3,035 to facilitate disabled access. Not unexpectedly, utility costs were some £400 more at £2,724 (£2340). Repairs and cleaning were lower £1,212 (£2,211) although this was partly offset by plumbing and electric needs of £528.

The committee has agreed to levy a winter and summer tariff differential to account for winter usage of higher energy costs. 

Finally, the committee continues to work hard in the interests of the hall and village where increasing regulations, ie: health & safety, fire regulations, internal & external maintenance, licensing, not to mention fund raising, all take up time voluntarily given. My sincere thanks go to each committee member who have worked hard to make the village hall the success it is.

The Chairman thanked Mr Whalley for the report. Thanks were also expressed to the committee who continued to work hard and effectively to sustain this valuable amenity in the village. 

3.6 AGE CONCERN:

Gordon Poole, on behalf of Mrs Sue Greatorex, presented the following report:

Barbara Piggins and myself have had a relatively quiet year. Mabel Bownass and Ellen Colin-York have passed away after quite long illnesses and Eileen Rouse has had quite a severe stroke. She is still, as I write this, in hospital. She has paralysis down her right side. Barbara and I are keeping in close contact and monitoring the situation. June Tarry has had a new hip and is recovering, albeit slowly.

Everyone else appears to be coping well. We are in touch with most of the elderly regularly and are on hand to help with problems when they arise. Both our phone numbers are regularly in the Parish Magazine.

I do, however, find the support from Age Concern itself seriously lacking. I have had no contact from them in two years despite my calls to them. No updated literature or information at all. I hope it may be better next year.

End of report.

Cllr Greatorex mentioned that helpers were now being subjected to legal requirements to be CRB checked so that they are able to continue their service. Rather than comply, it has been decided to operate informally and report any particular needs to the more formally constituted Age Concern organisation.

The Chairman thanked Sue for the report with much appreciation for the work being done for the elderly; it was generally agreed to send Sue and Barbara some flowers in recognition of their valuable support.

3.7 BOUGHTON POCKET PARK:

Mrs Charlotte Mackaness (Committee Chairman) presented the following report:

So much has happened relating to the Pocket Park over the last year that it is hard to know where to start or how to fit it all in.

2009 was an exciting first year for the new committee, which has 12 members plus a wider circle of volunteers and “Friends of Boughton Pocket Park”, a new logo and its own website.

Three really well-supported events were held in 2009: the rounders’ day, auction in the Whyte Melville and the bonfire. These not only brought in much-needed funds but, more importantly, got people into the Park and raised its profile. Personally, seeing lots of people coming together and having a lovely time in the Pocket Park has been the most satisfying aspect of my involvement. Already this year, the committee has organised an Easter egg hunt, and the Park hosted a brilliant Sports Relief Mile. The diary for 2010 is filling up with events including another rounders’ tournament and bonfire. 

We’ve done a lot of work with the school, who designed the new logo, helped with the consultation for our Playbuilder grant and made the guy for bonfire night. Certainly, parents at the school tell me that many more of them visit the Park after picking up their children. 

One of the knock-on effects of greater use has been a reduction in anti-social behaviour and where there have been problems, better lines of communication and our “Park Watch” has meant we have been able to deal with mess more quickly and in many cases resolve the issues. 

Allan Whenmouth, Boughton’s Police Community Support Officer, has been a great help. The Police made the Park a Locally Identified Priority for much of 2009, which meant more time and bodies were allocated to patrolling and responding to incidents. Even though the Park no longer has this status, Allan remains very conscientious. He must take credit for stamping out – for the time being at least – the problem of youths parking between the Park gates and allotments from early afternoon to smoke cannabis. In one instance, so much cannabis was found in a car that the Police were able to arrest the driver for dealing. Hopefully this sent out a strong message that Boughton Pocket Park isn’t a good place for such activities as there’s a strong chance one might get rumbled. Although the youth arrested was not from Boughton, some of his passengers were. I think there is a misconception in the village that all trouble makers in the Park come from elsewhere. While this may be true in most cases, it isn’t always so. 

Campers continue to be a problem. Only this weekend did a committee member walking early on Sunday come across a group that had lit a fire and consumed rather a lot of alcohol overnight. Mostly this occurs at the far side of the pond. The plan is to leave this secluded corner unmown and to plant some prickly, dense native species to create a sort of wild garden – the hope is that by encouraging wildlife, we discourage the other variety of birds and bees by making this cosy corner rather less comfortable.

As a public footpath runs through the Pocket Park from the main gateway to the entrance up to the Obelisk, the Rights of Way office agreed months ago to install new gates at both entrances and make a proper pathway from the Obelisk entrance to the pond – an area that is extremely steep and hazardous when wet. Sadly, because of the atrocious winter weather the work had been postponed a number of times but I have been assured it will be done within days.

We’ve held several fruitful clear-up afternoons for litter-picking, hedge planting, strimming and restoring benches. These were attended mainly by committee members and their families but have attracted other villagers. On two occasions, brave chaps donned waders to clear the pond of large debris, such as picnic benches, bikes and supermarket trolleys. 

Paul Mabbutt has carried out work in the Park, removing dead and dangerous branches from the large oak on the mound and eradicating the brambles and nettles close to the play area. 

Much of the past year has been devoted to filling in forms for various grants. For me, this has been a steep learning curve and an eye-opening exercise. Committee member Neil Monaghan, who doesn’t live in the village but has a daughter at the school, has played an invaluable role here. With his guidance, the Park won £49,300 of Playbuilder Funding, which is aimed at children eight to 13. The design is rapidly taking shape and, all being well, the New Venes Play Space should be ready for action by the autumn. 

All involved are extremely conscious of the fate of the old equipment and the delicate balance that needs to be struck with making an area attractive to children but not a magnet for louts. We are working closely with the Police Crime Prevention Design Officer and have paid careful attention to comments from villagers and the results of our consultation. Personally, I fear the biggest problem may be managing expectation - £50,000 doesn’t go as far as one might imagine and despite many pleas for comments and ideas, I daresay the first time many people come forward will be to suggest what we should have done once the equipment has been installed!

We are also in the final stages of our application for £50,000 of Community Spaces funding. We have already passed the first stage of the process and I’m confident we will be successful. One of the conditions is yet more consultation. This is taking the form of a questionnaire and an open evening in the village hall on Wednesday. I worried that the village might be feeling rather “consultation fatigued” but have been heartened by the number of completed questionnaires I’ve received and hope we will have a good turnout later this week. How this money will be spent will be determined by the consultation but play equipment for under eights, work to the pond and a perimeter path are likely projects. 

The Committee is extremely grateful to the Parish Council and the village for its continued support. It remains utterly vital. With all the activity surrounding the Pocket Park, such support is more important than ever. As with most village institutions, a small handful of people works extremely hard for the Pocket Park. Should just one or two individuals retire from the committee or leave the village, this would have a massive negative impact. Looking to the future, the aim must be to have so many people using and involved with the Pocket Park, however loosely, that it becomes impossible for it to become neglected again.

3.8 
OBELISK SPINNEY POCKET PARK:

Steve Campbell (Chairman of O.S.P.P. Community Interest Co. - 6082074) presented the following report:

Review of Activities on 2009/10

· The Group continues to operate with 3 board members, one from Boughton and two from Obelisk Rise.  

· The group continues to communicate with Northampton County Council pocket Parks department, the Tree Preservation officer and seeks support and input from the local community.

In 2009/10 the group received financial assistance from WNDC, Daventry District Council, Boughton Parish Council, Obelisk Rise Residents Association.

We were also grateful for the support from; Residents of Boughton and Obelisk Rise, Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, and BTCV.

With the resources, we achieved the following; completed the hard surfaced pathways throughout the spinney making it accessible to all including those disabled members of the public, completed a tree survey of the woodland using a GPS system to plot all the trees that have an approximate 1m diameter, the tree survey includes all information that relates to the health and safety of those using the woodland and will directly influence future tree work and planning, coppiced the outer edges of the spinney to enable people to see into the spinney and feel safer when using the spinney without it being detrimental to the area, continued to clear up any litter that gathers to keep the site an attractive and friendly environment to use, planted further wildflowers and bulbs, mulched the natural waste from the coppicing and subsequently recycled the mulch using it in on the newly planted hedge row on the eastern edge of the spinney, participated in the national “tree o’clock” imitative, continued to develop and update the website adding a twitter service to inform people of what’s going on, had a stall at the Boughton Village Day, and erected an interpretation board at the Boughton entrance.

Numerous hours has once again been spent by volunteers working in the Obelisk Spinney Pocket Park. Final total of volunteer hours and value of this work is currently being calculated.

Plans for 2010 and beyond

· Continue to use the tree survey to plot next stage of tree works and begin the search for funding. 

· Continue to coppice around the edges working to the 5 year plan to remove unwanted saplings.  

· Continue to maintain the wild flower meadow and pathways. 

· Continue to have regular work party days throughout the year. 

· Continue to maintain and develop the website. 

· Survey and research bats in the spinney and positioning of the bat boxes, 

· Find a sponsor or fund to back an educational nature watch scheme using BTCV to provide local primary schools with sessions/lessons in the spinney (£400),

3.10
RICHARD HUMFREY CHARITY:

Judy Shephard (Charity Chairman) presented the following report.

I have now completed my eighth year of chairmanship of the Richard Humfrey Charity.  There are at present 10 highly valued Trustees (4 co-opted members, 2 Ex-officio members, 2 members nominated by the Parish Council and two extra co-opted members).  

There have been two meetings held this last financial year.  These are traditionally held in November and March. The meetings of the Charitable Trust are in the main regularly attended by its Trustees.  

Application of income was made to 11 individuals residing within the parish, totalling £1,100  (there were 11 beneficiaries last year).  The Trustees have continued to make a minimum payment of £100 to all individual recipients each year regardless of their marital status.  Prior to this, married couples only received £150 which was regarded by the Trustees as an unfair imbalance. Mr Tony Cooper is the Auditor of these accounts to whom I thank for his clear and precise accounting.

RICHARD HUMFREY (EDUCATIONAL) FOUNDATION:

Kevin Greatorex (Foundation Chairman), presented the following report:

During 2009 the Foundation continued to support students in higher education and other local groups. In all, grants were made to 8 students totalling £880.00. These figures compared with 10 students the previous year and £1,060.00 in total. In addition, grants totalling £800.00 were made to the Boughton School. In this year, all the year’s income was applied and also part of the accumulated surplus from previous years. This enabled the Trustees to continue the previous funding structure and all applicants received their allocation in accordance with the laid-down formula. Notwithstanding the number of grants the Foundation remains in a healthy state at the moment although the Trustees are minded to consider the scheme for the distribution of funds to reflect the actual needs of the young people of Boughton.

The success of the publicity last year is self-evident from the increase in the awareness of the scheme and the number of applications. Advertisements will again be published in the Village Magazine and for inclusion in the notice boards at the most appropriate time to have the maximum impact on potential applicants.

A copy of the final accounts for the Charities for 2009 is attached for information.
