PEOPLE POWER PUTS PAY TO COMPOSTING PLANT PLANS

The application from Peter Bennie Ltd for an in-vessel composting facility at Boughton Quarry has been withdrawn. BVM would like to express its gratitude to those in the village that fought against the plant, in particular the Parish Council and members of BRAG who worked tirelessly for 12 months. BRAG chairman Mark Taylor writes: “People power really does work! The BRAG committee would like to thank all those in the village who supported the opposition to the development through writing letters and/or signing the questionnaires that we prepared and circulated. Appreciation must also go to those who helped deliver and collect the questionnaires, as this was done at all times and in all weathers. Unfortunately, the fight is not over yet as we wait to see whether the Boughton Quarry site has been removed from the “Preferred Options” list as a site for a waste compost process and the outcome of a more recent application seeking approval for a continuation of extended hours of the recycling operation at the site. BRAG, of course, will be opposing both on behalf of the village and would ask for your continued support to ensure Boughton remains a beautiful place to live.”

Ingredients


150g pressed cod roe (hard)	3 tbsp tomato ketchup


3 large eggs				1tsp ground coriander


1 tomato, halved per person	


4 slices brown bread, cut in half lengthways with crusts removed





























Place the cod roe, coriander and ketchup in a flat-bottomed dish, and mash to a smooth paste. Mash in the eggs one at a time to form an even paste. Soak the first sides of a pair of bread fingers in the paste and then turn them over and soak the other sides. Press the mixture in with a fork if necessary. Lift out carefully with a palette knife and place them in a frying pan moistened with melted butter on a medium heat. Turn them over when the first sides are golden brown. Soak the next pair of bread fingers and carry on until all are fried. Fry the tomato halves to accompany the burgers, and garnish with chopped parsley, fennel or dill leaves.
