Heat half the butter in a large saucepan. Add the leeks and onion and cook gently for about seven minutes or until soft. Add the potato and cook, stirring occasionally for two to three minutes. Add the stock and bring to the boil. Simmer for about 35 minutes until very tender. Season and stir in the remaining butter. For a smoother soup, puree half and leave the remainder chunky.
