Slice the onions and put them in a pan with 3 tablespoons of water and 100ml water. Simmer, covered, for about 15 minutes. Uncover and cook for a further 10 minutes until soft and juicy. Meanwhile, cook the pasta. Drain and keep about half a cup of the cooking water. Heat the grill and arrange the goats’ cheese in four rounds on foil. Grill for about three minutes or until it starts to melt. Mix the pasta and onions, adding chopped parsley and a few black olives. Toss with some of the reserved water to keep it moist. Place on plates with the cheese on top. Drizzle with olive oil.
