To make the base, melt the butter and syrup together. Crumble the biscuits and pour into the butter and syrup mix. Grease an 8in spring-form cake tin. Press down the mixture hard with the bottom of a class. Refrigerate while making cheesecake mix. For the filling, mix together the cheese and sugar with a wooden spoon until smooth. Beat in the yoghurt and then the cream until it just holds its shape. Separately, sprinkle gelatine over water in a heatproof bowl and leave to go spongy. Place over a pan of hot water and stir until dissolved. Stir this into the mixture. Divide mixture in half and beat white chocolate into one portion and dark into the other. Place alternate spoonfuls on top of the base. Once complete, swirl the filling with the tip of a knife for a marbled effect. Level the top and chill to set.
