1250 DWELLINGS, ETC - BUCKTON FIELDS:

As previously reported, the Parish Council has submitted an objection to the outline application, particularly stating that infrastructure and appropriate planning strategies must be agreed upon beforehand. Since the last publication, Council has not received any information or news from DDC on the application; particularly on when a decision will made.

There will be light and heavier work associated with cutting brambles, clearing fly tipping, clearing grass cuttings that have been deposited recently, and giving the whole spinney a general tidy up.
