1250 DWELLINGS, ETC - BUCKTON FIELDS:

*Outline application DA/2007/1400 for 1250 Dwellings

  (Inclusive of separate application for 500 below)

   Submitted by developer on 20/12/2007.

*Outline application DA/2008/0500 for 500 Dwellings

  (Part of application for 1250 above)

   Submitted by developer on 15/05/2008.

Discussions between DDC & Developer and responses/re-actions from involved authorities such as NCC, NBC, WNDC, WNJPU, continue; in particular, NBC has recently overturned its Case Officers recommendation to conditionally support the development. Boughton Parish Council submitted initial responses to the above on 17/01/2008 and 04/06/2008 respectively. Council continues to have concern that the application for 500 may get determined first, or be twin-tracked with that for 1250. Further responses have been submitted on 19/08/2008 and the letters can be viewed on the Consultation page of the Council’s website. Key points mentioned in the letters are:

* Council continues to recommend REJECTION.

* Decision on 1250 to be taken separately first.

* Be subject to Daventry Local Plan (incl. of HS2).

* Considerable weight needs giving to local opinions.

* Application is premature to the N’pton North Plan.

* Insufficient attention given to educational places.

* Insufficient attention given to traffic impacts.
