IN-VESSEL COMPOSTING -  BOUGHTON QUARRY:

The Parish Council continues to oppose this application, particularly on the basis that it is incompatible with the residential/rural area around it and that emissions into the atmosphere will be polluting and harmful. The deadline for responses on this application is now 28/1/2008 and Council plans another submission to substantiate its objection. 

EXTENDED HOURS - BOUGHTON QUARRY:

The 6 months period that was granted for this by NCC ends on 1/2/2008; however, the quarry is pursuing some continuation due to the In-vessel Composting facility not yet being decided upon. The Parish Council is challenging this and proposing a maximum extension to the end of the Baylis Recycling contract in April 2008, if NCC grant a continuation beyond 1/2/2008. 

1250 DWELLINGS, ETC - BUCKTON FIELDS:

The Parish Council has submitted an objection to the outline application, particularly stating that infrastructure and appropriate planning strategies must be agreed upon beforehand. The formal deadline for responses was 17/1/2008 but DDC have agreed to receive further responses for consideration up to their decision meeting in February or March 2008. Copies of Council’s response can be found on the Notice Board and Website. Another response is being formulated and views for this are essential. 

NEW NCC HIGHWAYS CONTRACT:

NCC has informed the Parish Council that a preferred bidder (MGWSP) has been named for a new £500m contract for the management and maintenance of Northamptonshire’s road network; this is to replace the current contractor, ATKINS. The new contract will commence in March 2008 and NCC, MGWSP and ATKINS are now working on a smooth handover.   

DECEMBER CRIMES IN BOUGHTON:

The latest news bulletin from the police for December 2007 records that a burglary took place in Vyse Road and a motor vehicle was stolen in Humfrey Lane. The Police ask to be informed on any offence and particularly to know if work is taking place on roofs where lead may be involved. Ring the Police on 08453 700700 or Crime-stoppers on 0800 555111. 

NEW POCKET PARK  - A DUMPING GROUND:

The new Pocket Park being developed at the Obelisk Spinney off Spinney Close in Boughton has been used recently as a dumping ground for rubbish, grass and hedge/tree cuttings; volunteers developing the park become despondent as it 
	usually means they have to clear it all away. To all those nearby who have agreed to be observant for vandals and to help clear the rubbish into wheelie-bins, thank you! Hopefully the Spinney will become a very attractive haven of peace in the village. 

GROWTH OVER PUBLIC FOOTPATHS:

At the last Council meeting it was reported that in several areas of the village some hedges and bushes are being allowed to grow over public footpaths; this prevents side by siding walking and, in some cases, scratches arms and legs. To avoid further written requests for growth to be trimmed, a general request is now made for boundaries to be trimmed of offending growth.
